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IMPORTANT AFTER-SCHOOL INFORMATION
Due to safety concerns, we will no longer be able to take calls requesting students be ready
for parent pickup. In order to more carefully monitor students, it is necessary for parents to
come inside, from 3:45 to 5 p.m., to pick students up.

When parents request their child be ready for pickup, students often have to wait outside,
unsupervised, until a parent arrives. This is counter to our goal of keeping students safe at all
times.

We request your patience as we work on reducing wait times to 8-10 minutes. Students who
are allowed to sign themselves out will continue to be able do to so. Mr. Houk, our After-

EARLY RELEASE ON WEDNESDAYS
It’s important for parents to remember that students are released early every Wednesday
throughout the school year. Students in grades K-6 are released at 11:30 a.m., and students
in grades 7-8 are released at 12 p.m. The After-School Program will be available until 6 p.m.
every day unless otherwise noted.

ATTENTION PARENTS
Make sure your child gets to school on time. The last school bell rings at 8:30 a.m. and
breakfast will be served in the classroom at this time. If your child is tardy, he or she will not
be served breakfast in the morning.

DUDS FOR DOLLARS
Every Wednesday is Duds for Dollars day at La Paloma Central. Students who pay $1to
their teacher will be allowed to wear any school-appropriate clothing they like.
